Family’s connection with JFCS
creates peace of mind, friendships

ad things seem to
happen in threes.
For Eve and Greg’s
family, three would
have been a relief.

But, with the help of JFCS,
their family’s challenges have
led to positive changes and
the inspiration for a program
that will help others.

Call for help

After Greg lost his job, he
called JFCS and spoke with
Neal Gillett, Intake and
Resource Connection Coun-
selor. After coordinating
financial assistance,

Gillett referred Greg for
career counseling and help
re-writing his resume.

With the holidays approach-
ing, Gillett also told the fam-
ily about the “Hag Sameach”
(Happy Holiday) Program.
“My children had a wonder-
ful Chanukah last year be-
cause of Hag Sameach,” Eve
said. “We had not celebrated
since the economic turmoil,
and this brought a holiday
into the home when you
worry if you can even have a
holiday.”

Support for Sam

Shortly after things seemed
settled, their young son,
Sam, was diagnosed on the
autism spectrum. His pre-
school refused to accommo-
date his special needs. Eve
called JFCS and was referred
to Inclusion Specialist Nanci
Fine, who helped Eve find a
preschool that would accom-
modate Sam’s special needs
and is in his home district.

help with any need.

Fine learned that, in order
for Sam to continue his
specialized therapies, the
family needed to purchase
equipment they could not
afford. She helped secure
JFCS endowment funds, and
soon Sam was practicing his
lessons at home.

“Nanci had all her resources
available for where I should
go and who I should call,”
Eve said.

Relief from fears

Then Eve shared with Fine
that she had recently been
hospitalized for the sudden
onset of a life-threatening,

chronic illness.

Once home, Eve talked
through tears to Fine about
the anxiety and trauma

she was experiencing. Fine
suggested Eve might ben-
efit from relaxation training
and individual therapy, “and
boom, I was there,” Eve said.

“As a parent you always
take care of your kids. Nanci
makes you stop and say,
‘What about you?”

Eve is back at work and says
that, while there are still
challenges, her life is more
full than ever before.

Friendships evolve

For Eve, “one of the biggest
mitzvahs” is that Fine
brought Bobbie Goldfarb,
JFCS Big Brother/Big Sister
Program Coordinator, into
her children’s lives.

Sam’s older sister, Abby, is
gifted in a variety of ways.
“This is a 10-year old who
is so smart, and in spite of
family challenges, her at-
titude toward life is like a
dance,” Goldfarb says.

Still, siblings of children with
special needs often take on
adult roles and can get lost
in the shulffle of daily life.

Goldfarb sprinted into action
and arranged for Abby to
have a volunteer Big Sister
as well as two BITS (teen-
age Bigs-In-Training). For
Sam, Goldfarb has found two
PALS (young teens who pair
up to serve together as a Big
Brother).

“It just means so much to
me to have Big Sisters to talk
to, to do things with, to have
a friend, someone you can
count on to be there for you,”
Abby said. “They are just
wonderful people. I love to
hang out and be with them.”

Abby gives back

In their short time together,
Abby and her Bigs have gone
to an art museum, the beach
and the Metrodome (for the

annual Create a Memory
event, where they got to play
baseball). These opportuni-
ties sparked Abby’s interest
in giving back to others. She
made some phone calls to
local stores and her school
principal, and soon set up a
program of her own to help
others.

“To have this commitment
from her Big Sisters is prob-
ably going to be a lifetime
connection,” Eve said. “I told
Bobbie that if there were
25,000 people in front of me,
[ could not find better
matches than she found.
They're 100 percent
everything my daughter
could dream of - everything
a parent could dream of. As
a result, she is doing things
she is not able to do with

‘Wonderful agency’

To say the family is grateful
to JFCS is an understate-
ment. “I want to say how
thankful we are to JFCS
for helping us pull through
these tough times,” Greg
said. “It has meant so
much.”

“One day your life can
change and you realize this
wonderful agency, with
their many facets, is there
to help,” said Eve.

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After 31 years at JFCS,
Larry Greenbaum retires

JVS DIRECTOR’S IMPACT ON AGENCY, COMMUNITY IS CLEAR

hen Larry Greenbaum,
JVS Division Director,
moved to Minneapolis
in 1978 to join JFCS,
Sony had just intro-
duced the first portable stereo (called
the Walkman), “Annie Hall” was the
picture of the year, and JVS had two
employees.

“Although JVS was small,” Larry re-
members, “it filled an important role
in the community. JVS worked with
Jews from the former Soviet Union
who had recently immigrated to the
United States and were struggling to
find employment in spite of language
and cultural barriers. JVS also served
people who had physical and intellec-
tual barriers to employment.” At the
time, JVS also ran a small workshop
downtown that gave people the chance
to learn marketable skills and gain
work experience.

“But even then,” says Jerry Waldman,
former JFCS CEO, and a colleague of
Larry’s for more than 30 years, “Larry
had a vision for a broad-based voca-
tional service that would branch out
to serve the greater community. What
Larry understood was that we needed
the large numbers of people in the gen-
eral community to get the funding and
resources for the innovative employ-
ment programs he wanted to develop.”

Leaving a legacy

As Larry retires after 31 years at
JFCS’s JVS division, his impact on
JVS is evident.

He reached out to policymakers,
including the late State Rep. Gloria
Segal, an advocate for mental health
concerns; former State Rep. Jim Rho-
des; even the late Sen. Paul Wellstone,
whom Larry invited to speak at an
International JVS conference.

Through Larry’s vision and innovation,

JVS has become a broad-based voca-
tional service with programs that affect
all sectors of the population, including
programs for families in need of child
care and seniors seeking employment.

JVS also pioneered community-based
employment programs that allowed
people with disabilities to work at
companies with the help of JVS job
counselors. And when JVS began
working on welfare-to-work programs
in the mid-90s, it became a significant
partner of Hennepin County.

Commitment to a mission

During his tenure at JVS, Larry relied
on a talented staff of individuals.
Many, like Larry, are also long-term
employees who have made a commit-
ment to the work JVS does and the
JVS mission of delivering employment,
training, and career development ser-
vices that positively impact individuals
of all backgrounds.

“I think our work strengthened the
Jewish Community,” Larry explains.
“By serving all people who were strug-
gling with employment issues, we
became known as an outstanding pro-
vider of vocational services. Resources
followed our reputation and JVS was
able to launch more programs. With
state-of-the-art programs up and run-
ning, people in the Jewish community
were able to access more resources,
programs and services than had ever
been in place at JVS before.”

Judy Halper, JFCS CEO and a col-

league of Larry’s for 15 years, says
she’s always felt that Larry’s work was
defined by important Judaic concepts.
“Larry speaks with passion about
Maimonides and the greatest form of
tzedaka, which is to help a person find
employment so they can live a self-
sufficient life.”

Larry’s passion for the JVS movement
also led him to taking on leadership
roles within the international JVS as-
sociation. He even combined a recent
South American vacation with a visit
to IDEL, an innovative worksite for
people with developmental disabilities
in Argentina.

Larry’s interest in vocational issues
further propelled him to serve as a
surveyor with CARF (Commission on
Accreditation of Rehabilitation Fa-
cilities), an international organization
that utilizes rehabilitation and human
services leaders to survey providers
ensuring their quality and focus on
outcomes.

Planning his encore

Judy Halper says she’ll miss the com-
passion that defined Larry’s work life
- and his laugh.

Although Larry is retiring from his long,
successful JVS career, he is planning
an encore. It may include some of his
passions: travel; photography; his fam-
ily, including his wife, Alice, two grown
daughters, and his beloved Border Col-
lie, Bernie. In fact, Larry’s future may
even include the 2009 equivalent of
1978’s Walkman - an iPhone.




Use these 10 tips to talk
about money with your kids

t has been a little more
than a year since the
beginning of the finan-
cial crisis, and although
reports say the reces-
sion is coming to an end,
many continue to struggle.

When financial hardships
affect families, it is especial-
ly challenging to know what
to say to children. In an ef-
fort to protect them from the
harsh realities of frozen wag-
es, unemployment, mount-
ing bills and foreclosure,
parents often say nothing or
over-react.

The following are some tips
to help parents address this
difficult subject:

Remain calm when talk-

ing with your children
about your financial situa-
tion. Don’t have the conver-
sation when you are upset,
anxious, angry, short-tem-
pered, too hungry, too tired,
too distracted or too rushed.

Share information that is

accurate and honest but
also age-appropriate about
what’s happening and what
that means for them. It’s not
necessary to share all the
details, but what you tell
them has to be truthful.

For example, for young chil-
dren you might say, “Daddy
doesn’t have his old job any-
more and he will be home
more until he gets a new job.
We will need to make some
changes but we will be OK.”

In the absence of accurate
information, children will
make things up to “fill in the
blanks.” This can be worse

than what’s really happening.

It is important to be open to
their reactions. They need
time to let the information
sink in and ask you ques-
tions. Don’t be surprised if
their initial reaction is all
about them: “How will this
affect my life? Can I still get
the iPod I want? Will I have
to give up extra curricular
activities?”

Have adult conversations

when they aren’t around.
Kids will overhear informa-
tion they shouldn’t. Parents
need to be on the same page
about what to say and be
in agreement about how to
handle things. Consistency
is important for children to
feel safe.

Be positive and reassur-

ing in a genuine way. For
example, let your children
know you believe you will
find another job. Tell them
you will help them adjust to
change that may be difficult
and stressful.

Count your blessings.

This will help you and
your family maintain per-
spective. Say “I love you”
and give hugs often.

Find ways for kids to be

helpful, such as turning
off lights, and cutting cou-
pons. Let them see it helps
and makes a difference.

cope with your emotions and
stress. Exercise. Seek out
support. Your children are
watching you. Demonstrate
healthy coping skills.

they trust. Your kids may not
want to talk with you about
how they’re feeling because
they don’t want to upset you.

children through tough times
and teaches life-long lessons.

My first year at JFCS, I took
a trip downstairs to see the
Hag Sameach operation
firsthand. The scale of the
project was enormous in
terms of the number of
volunteers involved, quantity
and variety of gift items, and
space occupied. Later, when
[ helped put together gifts
for a family of four, we filled
a large bag, not four or eight
items, but with several gifts
for each family member.

Along with my family, I have
delivered Hag Sameach
gifts, and the challenge is
getting more than just a
couple of large bags into the
car, since each bag is full of
so many gifts for each fam-
ily. The appreciation shown
by recipients is overwhelm-
ing, and we have enjoyed

being part of this special
program.

Endowment donors have
set up funds to benefit this
program. Longtime volun-
teer Karen Rubin has such
a fund, to provide financial
support in addition to put-
ting so much of her own
time into JFCS.

In addition, the agency
maintains a Hag Sameach
Program fund that provides
ongoing support to keep it
running. Donations to this
fund allow JFCS to purchase
gifts for clients beyond the
donated gift items. This fund
was established 15 years
ago, and has received almost
3,500 donations totaling
nearly $150,000.

There are many ways to
